. Ornaments must be fire-proofed.
3. Displays
. Tree skirt must be provided and fire treated.
. All accessories displayed will be sold with the tree.
. Please do not tape anything to the ballroom floor or walls.
. Due to potential buyer allergies scents may not be added to tree displays.
. Loose glitter, confetti and artificial snow cannot be used.
4. Added value to your tree
